Dear friends, 

Welcome back all of you who are returning from visiting family and 

friends in cooler parts! This Sunday we return to two worship services 

at 8:45 in Fellowship Hall and 10:45 in the Sanctuary. Our July and Au-

gust combined sessions were a big success, with attendance ranging 

from 80 - to 130! Bryan and I appreciated a little break from leading 

two services, and Church Choir and band Stranger had month-long 

breaks each. Church members and visitors got a taste of the two differ-

ent worship services, with good cross-over attendance for both of the 

combined venues. Since Summer services are lighter than other time of 

the year, everyone enjoyed the added energy of more voices lifted in 

praise! 

 

Volunteers rallied during the summer to prepare accommodations for 

the Rincon Hospitality Program, which provides emergency shelter for 

people in Tucson who are “at risk and vulnerable.” The Hospitality Lo-

gistics Task Force has been busy with planning and readying the 

space, including shower and washer/dryer installation. Hospitality vol-

unteers have come together to raise funds, clean, make curtains, and 

secure the items necessary for overnight guests. Each week, we have 

put up paper dolls with a specific need on the back, including personal 

care items, furniture, and other. Others have made in-kind donations - 

such as a microwave oven, refrigerator, computer, printer, TV, and ex-

ercise bicycle - which will further enhance the space and make it 

homey. Nancy Congdon is always eager to show the spaces to those 

who wish to see them. This coming Sunday, the Hospitality rooms will 

be open for viewing by members between services. The rooms will be 
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ready for occupancy on Tuesday, September 5. 

 

We have seen numerous visitors throughout 

the summer. Most have returned and wish to 

join our church. New Member 

Inquiry Class will be Sunday, Sep-

tember 10 between services in 

room 12 in the sanctuary build-

ing. New members will be re-

ceived into membership the fol-

lowing Sunday, September 17, 

with an all church Mexican-

themed brunch in between ser-

vices.

New Bible  Study 

Many of us equate prophecy 
with the classical (male) 
prophets of Israel (e.g. Jere-
miah, Isaiah). In this series, 
we will dig out evidence about 
female prophets of the Bible, 

whose legacies are some-
times buried underneath dis-
crediting stereotypes (e.g. a 
reputation for ecstasy or 
witchcraft). Miriam, Huldah, 
the Witch of Endor, the un-
named "soul catchers" in 
Ezekiel, the Corinthian wom-
en prophets, and the Pythian 
slave girl (in Acts) will all be 
considered. Not only will we 
excavate historical facts, 
about these prophetic wom-
en, we will also reflect upon 
literary and theological meth-
ods, for assessing their im-

pact upon our lives of faith. 
We will cover the female 
prophets in the OT (i.e. the 
Hebrew Bible) in the first cou-
ple of sessions.
